Screen 1: 
 
What is a shepherd?  What would we call them today? 
 
Where did a shepherd work?  How is Jesus like a good Shepherd? 
 
 
Screen 2: 
 
Who provides for you what you need?   
 
Can you think of another scripture that goes with this?  
 
We shall not lack for anything that the Good Shepherd knows we need if we what? 
(Follow Him). 
 
 
Screen 3: 
 
What do you think of when you hear the words green grass? What is the opposite? 
 
If we follow we know He leads us to what is best for us. Why? 
 
 
Screen 4: 
 
What do quiet pools or still waters mean? 
 
Where can you find this peace? 
 
Who refreshes us? 
 
 
Screen 5: 
 
Where does our strength come from?  What are some ways we renew our strength? 
 
Can our strength come from us?  Compare physical strength with spiritual strength.

Who guides us? Name some ways this happens. Name another scripture like this. 
 



Screen 7: 
 
When we are afraid or hurt what should we remember? 
 
Has God left us in these hard times? (No).  
Do we feel like it though sometimes? (Yes). 
 
Who should we keep following then? 
 
 
Screen 8: 
 
How does God protect us?  Give examples. 
 
The shepherd’s rod and staff could be the Word and the Spirit today. How? 
 
 
Screen 9: 
 
What does “banquet” mean?  What do you think of when you hear the word 
banquet? 
 
How has God’s provision been seen in your life? 
 
 
Screen 10: 
 
God can provide material things for us, but what else does this mean? 
 
Have you had a time when your heart was full of joy? Tell us about that! 
 
 
Screen 11: 
 
If we follow Him, what follows us all of our life? 
 
 
Screen 12: 
 
The Good Shepherd always has a place prepared for those who follow Him! How do 
we access this?
